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, AN FRANCISCO INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT 

The easiest way to get to Berkeley is to usc the "door-to-doo r sh ut t l , II Bayl'ortcr (or other 
East Bay sh uttle services) , wh ich will take you d irectly from the a irport to the Clark Kerr 

ampus for $29, plus t ip. A less expensive opt ion wo uld be to take a hurtle bus to the Bay 
Area Rapid Transit (BART) station at COLMA. There you can board a RICHMOND­
bound train . (except on SUNDAY 1 wh en you h ave to board a PITTSBURG/ BAY· 
PO I T tra in and transfer to a RICHMOND bound train). Exit BART at the BERKELEY 
station, and tak e a taxi or A C Transit n . 7 bu to the Clark Kerr Campus (tum left a 
you ex it th e BART ra t ion ). You can also take a taxi from the San Francisco A irport to 

Berkeley. This is not recommended, because it will be very expensive (at least $55). 
Return ing to the ai rport from Berkeley via BayPorter, you will need to make reserva­

ti ns by ca lling 1-877-467 -1800 (toll free ).

T he easiest way to get to Berkeley i to use the "doo r-to -door sh uttle" BayPorter (or o ther 
shutt le serv ices), which will tak e you directly from the a irpo rt to th e C lark Kerr Camp us 
for $ 19 , plus tip. A less expensive op t ion would be to tak e the AirBART hurtle bus to the 
nearby Bay Area Rapid Transit (BA RT ) sta t ion , Coliseum. AirBART t icket must be pur­
chased in ad vance from machines inside the term inal. At the BART sta tion you should 
board a Richmond-bound train. Exit BART at the Berkeley sta t ion, and take a taxi or AC 
Transit no. 7 1u to the Clark Kerr Campus (tum left as you exit the BART rat ion), a u 

an ta ke a taxi from the Oakland Ai rport to Berk eley for approximately $3 0 .
