. Musical Moscow

A walking tour around musical centre of Moscow attending S.S. Prokofiev’s museum and
other sightseeing connected with the musical life of Moscow. The excursion ends up with a
visit to The Glinka State Central Museum of Musical Culture. It is a unique repository
of musical heritage, a scientific, research and educational institution. The collection of the
Museum with its nearly one million articles stores musical instruments of peoples of the
world, musicians’ personal archives, sound recordings, rare publications and music books,
as well as items of decorative and applied art.

2. Historical Moscow

A walk through the historical center of Moscow visiting the Red Square and the Moscow
Kremlin. The excursion ends up in the famous Pashkov’s House, which is a masterpiece
of Russian architecture. The house was named after its former owner. Since 1861 Pashkov’s
House has been one of the buildings of the Russian State Library.

3. The Country Estate “Arkhangelskoye”

A bus tour to the Country Estate “Arkhangelskoye”, which is a wonderful monument of
Russian culture from the end of the XVIII to the beginning of the XIX century.

The estate is famous for the magnificent beauty of its garden and park ensemble, which has
one of the world’s largest collections of park sculptures. Nowadays the estate is a museum
which stores unique collections of fine arts of the XVII — XIX centuries, such as paintings,
drawings, engravings, sculptures and pieces of decorative and applied art.

During the excursion you’ll visit Gonzago Theatre, which is the only Baroque theatre in
the world, which remained unchanged since the XVIII century.

4. The “Kuskovo” Estate

A bus tour to the “Kuskovo” Estate, which is a unique monument of Russian estate
architecture.

The first mention of Kuskovo as an estate comes from the 16th century, when it belonged
to the Sheremetyev Counts. Pyotr Sheremetyev dedicated more than 50 tireless years to the
creation of a magnificent ensemble featuring a palace, a grand park and ponds.

After the Revolution, a museum was opened in Kuskovo in 1918. The museum currently
features the world’s largest collection of ceramics and mosaics — from ancient times to the
present. The museum hosts annual exhibitions, theatrical and entertainment programmes,
and receptions. In the summer, the dancing hall of the palace regularly hosts music festivals
and concerts by both Russian and foreign artists.
