A passionate
patriot of Latvia, he is a man of great scope whose art resonates widely in the world. Sirmais has been
the artistic director of the State Choir Latvija since 1997.

Maris Sirmais was also the founder of another brilliant Latvian choir — the youth choir Kamér...
whose artistic director and chief conductor he was since its inception in 1990 to 2012.

Currently, Sirmais is a professor and head of  the department of  choir conducting at Jäzeps
Vitols Academy o f  Music and member o f  panels o f  judges a t  prestigious international choir and
conducting competitions; he also holds master classes. His artistic collaboration partners have been
many choirs of world renown, for instance, the Berlin Radio Choir, Leipzig Radio Choir, the Lithuanian
choir _fauna Muzika, Netherlands Chamber Choir, Netherlands National Children's Choir, Singapore
Chamber Choir One, Madrid Chamber Choir, St Petersburg Chamber Choir and others. Sirmais performs
regularly with all of  Latvia's professional orchestras and has also conducted Kremerata Baltico, the
Moscow Chamber Orchestra Musico Viva, Umeä Symphony Orchestra, Chamber Orchestra Helsinki
Strings, Svetlanov Russian State Academic Symphony Orchestra, Estonian National Symphony Orchestra
and has collaborated with world famous soloists — Gidon Kremer, Maksim Risanov, Julius Berger,
Nicolas Altstaedt, Marta Sudraba, Kristine Blaumane, Egils Silins, Aleksandr Antonenko, Douglas
Webster, mese Galante and others.

In 2016, Sirmais staged the opera The Immured by Ériks Esenvalds at the Latvian National
Opera. Sirmais obtained his Bachelor's and Master's degree in conducting from the Jäzeps Vitols
Academy of Music where he studied with Ludmila Pismennaya and Imants Kokars, respectively. He
pursued his postgraduate studies at the Graz University of Music and Performing Arts in Austria. Bearer
of the Three Stars Order and honorary member of the Latvian Academy of Sciences, he has received
many titles and awards for his achievements in culture and popularizing of Latvia's name abroad.

The State Choir Latvijo is one o f  the tallest lighthouses of  Latvian culture whose musical
radiance, with its warm, instrumentally nuanced and perfect vocal mastery and specifically Latvian
sound is looked upon as a miracle the world over. It is no accident that the most prominent conductors
and orchestras regularly want to collaborate with this choir, which is the largest professional choir in
the Baltics. In 2017, the State Choir Lotvija is celebrating its 75th anniversary.

The musical intelligence and vocal mastery of the fifty singers of the choir render it a universal
instrument equally capable of  creating a fine a cappella musical canvas and a grand vocal symphony
along with a triple orchestra. The choir has collaborated with world class symphony orchestras — the
Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra o f  Amsterdam, Bavarian Radio Symphony Orchestra, London
Philharmonic Orchestra, Mahler Chamber Orchestra, Berlin Philharmonic, Israel Philharmonic Orchestra
and others. It has performed in the most prestigious concert halls: the Concertgebouw of Amsterdam,
the Laeiszhalle of Hamburg, the Concert and Convention Centre of Lucerne, Auditorium Stravinski of
Montreux, the Gosteig of Munich, the Pyotr Tchaikovsky Concert Hall of Moscow, the St Petersburg
Philharmonic, the Lincoln Center in New York and others. Among its conductors have been such
worldrenowned stars as Mariss Jansons, Zubin Mechta, Neeme Järvi, Paavo Järvi, Vladimir Ashkenazy,
Valery Gergiev, Simone Young, Stephen Layton, Andris Nelsons and Vladimir Fedoseyev. The choir is an
eightfold recipient of the Latvian Grand Music Award, the supreme music award of the state. In 2003 it
received the Award of the Cabinet of Ministers and, in 2007, the Annual Award of the Latvian Ministry
of Culture. The International Sacred Music Festival, launched by the choir in 1998, has had among its
special guests such wor ld famous composers as Arvo Pärt, Giya Kancheli, John Tavener, Sofia
Gubaidulina, Valentin Silvestrov, John Rutter, Krzysztof Penderecki and others. The choir has also been
open to innovative projects, ranging from the co-operation with Sigur Rós, performing Joe Zawinul's
jazz compositions, sharing the stage with Kristjan Järvi's electro-acoustic group Absolute Ensemble and
recording music for  computer games to  performing operas and large-scale vocal and instrumental
works.

State Choir Latvija and conductor Märis Sirmais are preparing a very special gift
for Latvia's centenary. In this long-term project State Choir Latvija will present
almost 100 world premieres of new works for mixed choir by Latvian composers.

Project has started in 2015, and five concerts will take place at Ziedonis Hall,
National Library of Latvia. The grand final concert will take place on May 4, 2018 at
the National Library of Latvia. Best Latvian amateur choirs will join three Latvian
professional choirs and sing a selection of these 100 songs.

Every composer, involved in this project, is free to choose texts, mostly Latvian
poems, that represent one of the five basic elements — earth, water, air, fire and
love.

This is a great gift for Latvia, and investment in the future of Latvian choral music,
so that amateur choirs would have new repertoire while representing our country
on the international stages.

As a slogan of the project verses from the play Fire and Night of great Latvian
poet Rainis were chosen: „ln this land I have Entire world".
